Regular monthly meeting of the Alliance
Issues:
-After the usual introductions, Rev Al Hathaway led the Alliance into a prayer.
-Theo Ngongang (City Planning) highlighted the main point on the agenda: Report from MDOT
-Jim Peiffer (MDOT) reported on the status of several items:

-The protest, originally initiated by an unsuccessful bidder on the project, was dropped.
-The State and the Development Team have yet to reach/sign a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) nor have they reached a Development Agreement (technical document). Jim stated that all these information will be published when available on a website provided by MDOT. 
-Jim mentioned that current general information re: the project can be found at: www.mdotrealestate.com  under featured properties
-Jim handed out the report on the State Center project, required by the 2006 Join Chairmen’s Report (JCR) of the Maryland General Assembly. The report, signed by the Maryland Secretaries of Budget and Management, General Services and Transportation, was submitted to the Chairman of the Senate Budget and Taxation Committee, and the Chairman of House and Appropriations Committee on November 1st, 2006.
-Dominic Wiker (SBER) described the current activities undertaken by the Development Team and handed out an Environmental Site Assessment conducted by SBER, along with an Existing Building Assessment.
-Dominic mentioned that a website dedicated specifically to the State Center project will be available soon. He also mentioned www.charlesvillageprojects.com as an example of SBER site for current projects.
-Dominic stated that the development Team was actively seeking local Planning firms.
-Dominic also promised that the Development Team will soon share with the Alliance an underground survey of the project (currently being modeled).
-Rev. Hathaway spoke about the recent community’s efforts resulted in stopping the City School System from demolishing of PS # 22, and rather having it renovated.
-Meeting was adjourned after a prayer led by Rev. Hathaway.
